a do-it-yourself degree audit. Use it to monitor your
academic goals and major/degree and graduation
requirements so there won't be any surprises when you
apply for graduation.

What's a degree audit? It's a review to make sure

you are meeting the requirements for your degree
program and are on track to graduate. You'll need at
least 120 credit hours for graduation. You'll also need to
maintain at least a C average, fulfill your University Core
Curriculum requirements, and the courses and electives
specific to your major, specialization, or minor. It's a lot to
keep track of. But Degree Works makes it easy.
